PLEASE READ AND SIGN THIS CODE OF CONDUCT. THIS APPLICATION WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED
WITHOUT ALL PARTIES’ SIGNATURES - REGARDLESS OF YOUR AGE.
[ Participant must be a paid member of USY in good standing
[1 No USYer shall violate any civil or criminal law, including but not limited to those related to: smoking, possession,
consumption or use of any tobacco products, narcotics, marijuana, other illegal drugs or prescription drugs not prescribed for
the user, shoplifting or theft of any kind, tampering of or destruction to property, and destruction of one’s own or another
person’s physical and/or mental integrity. Inappropriate or unwelcome physical contact or language, indecent attire or public
nudity is not permitted.
If a USYer is caught in the presence of tobacco, alcohol or illegal drugs, s/he will immediately be sent home at
his/her parents’ expense. The participants and their
parents are responsible for the cost of any damage incurred.
USY International policy states: “If a USYer is apprehended for y A Y FNJ} OG A2y 2F GKS LYy dSNYyl
policy regarding drug and alcohol abuse or any other criminal offense, including but not limited to shoplifting,
punishment for that offense would include suspension from International events (including, but not limited to the
International USY Convention and USY summer programs) for one year following the infractions. Individuals will also
be prohibited from participating in the next major regional USY program and other events occurring in the interim,
and prohibited from chairing events or staffing programs for six months. Individuals already in leadership positions
would be removed. A major Regional event is a regionally sponsored overnight event, such as a convention, Kinnus or
Encampment.”
The region reserves the right to impose additional sanctions in connection with this or any other improper behavior as it sees
fit.
[1 Tzafon Region also reserves the right to search the room and belongings of any attendee if it has reasonable grounds to
believe that such a search is necessary to secure the health, safety and/or welfare of the program and or its participants.
Judgment in such situations will be made by the Regional Youth Director in consultation with the Chair of the Regional Youth
Commission or hosting synagogue.
[1 There is to be no possession of matches or lighters, pagers, walkie-talkies, stereos or laser pointers.
[] Cellular phones are not to be used at any time during the convention.
[1 All males are expected to bring and wear tallit, t’fillin and kippot. Males are required to wear an appropriate head
covering at all times. Females are invited and encouraged to do the same.
[1 All convention delegates are expected to attend all parts of the program, may not leave the facility unless specified by the
schedule and must fully cooperate with the staff at all times.
[] Each participant is expected to maintain proper decorum and attitude during the entire program. Disruptive behavior
(including, but not limited to, inappropriate sexual behavior) will not be tolerated.
[1 Proper and appropriate attire is expected at all times in compliance with the Dress Code Policy set by the International
Youth Commission.
USY Dress Code: Tzniut (modesty) is a long-standing Jewish value. As a people who see ourselves as reflecting the
image of God, our Jewish community believes we should act accordingly; thus, some things are not appropriate, for
they do not reflect our Jewish values. How we dress is a basic example of these values. Suggestive or revealing
clothes for either men or women are not in keeping with Jewish law or sensibilities.
[1 Clothing on which any profanity or inappropriate language, pictures or symbols are written, printed or depicted is
not permitted.
[1 No visible underwear is permitted for both males and females.
[1 During t'fillot, inappropriately short skirts or shorts, or tight garments, are not permitted; shoulders must be
covered for both males and females.
[1 Tank tops, bare midriff styles, halter-tops, leggings, or see-through blouses are not permitted.
[] Participants must attend all scheduled sessions, workshops, programs, and meals, as well as participate in all religious
services.
[1 All participants must be in their rooms at curfew and remain there. Males are not to enter female sleeping rooms and
females are not to enter male sleeping rooms. Parties after returning to host homes, even with host permission, are not part
of the convention activities and are forbidden.
[] Each participant is expected to conduct him/herself appropriately as a Conservative Jew (including the observance of
Shabbat and Kashrut) in accordance with applicable standards of the Law and Standards Committee of the Rabbinical
Assembly and/or the local Rabbinical Authority.
[] The acting Regional Youth Director, in consultation with the Regional Youth commission, reserves the right to enforce
other rules relating to the integrity of the Regional Youth Program and/or health, safety or welfare of its participants.
